The purpose of this memo is to clarify the  
selling of potentially hazardous food during  
fund raising events. “Potentially hazardous        

food” means any food or ingredient, natural 
or synthetic, in a form capable of supporting  
the growth of infectious or toxigenic microor 
ganisms, including Clostridium botulinum.  This  
term includes raw or heat treated foods of  
animal origin, raw seed sprouts, and treated  
foods of plant origin. The term does not include  
foods which have a pH level of 4.6 or below or  
a water Activity (Aw) value of .85 or less.  Ex 
amples of potentially hazardous foods include 
hamburgers, hot dogs, seafood, chicken, potato  
salad, macaroni salad, baked potatoes and  
Soups.  Foods such as cookies, cakes, breads, 

and brownies are 
considered not potentially hazardous. 
 
The North Carolina General Statutes section  
130A-250(7) provides an exemption to certain

Plan ahead to ensure students are ready  
 
RALEIGH – The N.C. Division of Public Health 
urges parents to plan ahead to see that chil-
dren are properly immunized for the new 
school year.  “We want parents to know that by 
law, their children must be up-to-date on their 
required immunizations to start school,” Beth 
Rowe-West, head of the Immunization Branch 
of the N.C. Division of Public Health, said. 
“Vaccines are a safe and effective way to help 
individuals protect themselves, their families, 
and loved ones from disease.” 
 
As estimated 67 percent of North Carolina’s 
children qualify for the federally-funded Vac-
cines for Children (VFC) program, which pro-
vides vaccinations for eligible children through 
age 18.  To qualify a child must be: 

 Medicaid eligible, 

 American Indian or Alaskan Native, 

 Uninsured, or 

Underinsured.  Underinsured means a child 

has health insurance, but it won’t cover the 
vaccine(s) because it doesn’t cover any vac-
cines, it doesn’t cover certain vaccines, or it 
covers vaccines, but it has a fixed dollar limit or 
cap for vaccines. Once that fixed dollar amount 
has been reached, a child is eligible. 
 
There is no fee for the cost of VFC vaccine for 
eligible children; however, a provider may 
charge a fee to administer the vaccine.  Par-
ents who want to participate should contact 
their health care provider or their local health 
department or visit http://
www.immunizenc.com/vfcinfo.htm.  There is no 
need to enroll in the program.   
Recent changes to the North Carolina Immuni-
zation Program (NCIP) mean that free, state-
funded vaccines are no longer provided to 
insured children.  Insured families may be able 
to take advantage of $3 million in one-time 
funding approved by the N.C. General Assem-
bly to provide a limited amount of free vaccine 
during the transition away from the state-
funded program.  The vaccine will be distrib-
uted to children entering kindergarten through

RALEIGH – The N.C. Division of 

Public Health joins the Centers for 
Disease Control and Prevention 
(CDC) is urging everyone to make flu 
vaccination a priority this season. 
Unlike last year, vaccine is 
plentiful, available and not restricted 
to particular age groups.

“Our challenge with H1N1

“This year, manufacturers 
are ahead of the curve, giving us plenty 
of time to get folks adequately protected 
for flu season.” 
This year’s seasonal flu vaccine, avail-
able in injectable and nasal spray for-
mulas, is already arriving at pharma-
cies, doctors’ offices and local health 
departments across the state. The vac-
cine includes protection against the 
H1N1 strain of the virus as well as two 
other anticipated flu strains. For most 
people, that means only one flu immuni-
zation is necessary. As usual, children 
under 9 years of age who haven’t been 
vaccinated against the flu in the past will 
need two doses of flu vaccine. 
Seasonal flu is most deadly for very 
young children and senior citizens. 
However, the 2009 H1N1 flu dispropor-
tionately affected middle-aged adults 
and young people.  
 

Flu Vaccinations Recommended  
 

The CDC estimated that more than 
12,000 people died from H1N1 last 
year, including more than 10,000 who 
were under 65 years old. 
“H1N1 has reminded us that influenza, 
no matter what strain, is a serious dis-
ease at any age,” Engel said. 
 
“Even if you aren’t hospitalized, it can severely 
disrupt your life. A vaccination is safe and effec-
tive and the best way to prevent the flu.” 
In addition to vaccination, the N.C. Division of 
Public Health encourages you to continue prac-
ticing health habits to protect yourself from flu 
viruses: 

 Cover your nose and mouth with a tissue 
when you cough or sneeze. Throw the tissue in 
the trash. 

 Wash your hands often with soap and water, 
especially after you cough or sneeze. Alcohol-
based hand cleaners are also effective. 

 Avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth. 
Germs spread this way. 

 Stay home if you are sick. You should stay 
home for at least 24 hours after your fever is 
gone, except to get medical care or for other 
necessities. Your fever should be gone without 
the use of fever-reducing medicine.

Cape Hatteras National Seashore beaches 

are being managed under the terms of the 

U.S. District Court approved consent de-

cree.  Park visitors can expect to see re-

source closures for breeding shorebirds in 

effect to varying degrees from mid-March 

to mid- to late-August and sea turtle nest-

ing closures may occur until early No-

vember.  Shorebird pre-nesting closures 

were established at the inlets, Cape Point, 

and South Beach in March.  As soon as 

subsequent breeding activity is observed, 

the consent decree requires that auto-

matic, non-discretionary buffers be imple-

mented.   

As of August 12, 2010, of the constantly 

changing, fluctuating estimated 68 miles of 

ocean shoreline within Cape Hatteras Na-

tional Seashore, approximately 30.9 miles of 

ocean shoreline is open to ORV and pedes-

trian access; approximately 28.2 miles of 

ocean shoreline is open to pedestrian only 

access; approximately 2.4 miles of ocean 

shoreline is considered ―limited ac-

cess‖ (areas that are open but may require 

hiking off-trail to access); and approximately 

6.8 miles of ocean shoreline are temporarily 

closed to all public access due to shorebird 

resource protection areas.
