February is American Heart Month 

 

Heart disease is the leading cause of death in the United States.  Coronary 

heart disease often appears as a heart attack. In 2009 785,000 Americans had a 

new heart attack and about half of those will have a recurrent heart attack.  

About every 25 seconds, an American will have a coronary event and one 

every minute will die.  You can reduce your chances of developing heart disease by taking 

steps to prevent factors that put people at greater risk. Diseases that put your heart at risk 

are high cholesterol, high blood pressure, obesity, tobacco use and secondhand smoke.  

Other conditions that affect your heart and put you at risk of death or disability include 

arrhythmia failure and peripheral artery disease. A healthy diet and lifestyle are the best 

weapons you have to fight heart disease.  

Cutting back on portion sizes a, reducing foods and beverages with added sugars, selecting 

lean meats and reducing salt in your diet are a few simple steps to a healthier heart.  Physi-

cal activity in your daily life is an important step in preventing heart disease. The Ameri-

can Heart Association promotes being aware of the signs and symptoms of a heart attack.  

Some heart attacks come on quickly but most heart attacks start slowly with little or no 

discomfort.  Signs may be chest discomfort that comes and goes.  It may feel like pressure, 

squeezing, fullness or pain in the chest.  Other areas of discomfort may be in the arm or 

both arms, back, neck, jaw or stomach.  Shortness of breath may occur with or without 

chest discomfort.

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N.C. Public Health receives funds for worksite well-
ness and tobacco cessation  

RALEIGH  ï Gov. Bev Perdue today announced the U.S. Department 

of Health and Human Services has awarded $5.4 million to North Caro-
lina to support public health efforts to reduce obesity, increase physical 
activity, improve nutrition, and decrease smoking ð the four most im-
portant actions for combating chronic diseases and promoting 
health.Making North Carolina a healthier state is a priority for Gov. Bev 
Perdue, in terms of both quality of life and from a statewide economic 
standpoint.ñHaving healthy, well-educated people will lower health care 
costs, increase productivity, and provide the best workforce in the coun-
try,ò said Gov. Perdue. ñAll of those things are the best incentives to 
attract new and relocating businesses to North Carolina,ò Perdue 
said.The award to North Carolina is part of $119.5 million going to the 
states as the first of several initiatives that make up the comprehensive 
prevention and wellness initiative, Communities Putting Prevention to 
Work, which is funded under the American Recovery and Reinvestment 
Act. North Carolina will be allotted $3.8 million over two years to reduce 
and prevent obesity across the state by improving opportunities for 
physical activity and access to healthy foods. Another $1.6 million is to 
be used for the N.C. Quitline telephone service, tobacco use prevention, 
and other programs to help people quit tobacco. A focus of the funding 
is creating sustainable changes in work and community environments to 
support healthy lifestyles. North Carolinaôs efforts will involve many pub-
lic and private partners at the state and local levels. A statewide work-
site wellness initiative will encourage employers to make sustainable 
changes, such as establishing employee wellness policies to support 
healthy behaviors. Wellness experts from the public and private sectors 
will be part of a  statewide Worksite Wellness Collaborative that pro-
motes best practices and supports North Carolina employers in imple-
menting comprehensive wellness programs. The grants couldnôt have 
come at a more critical time. In North Carolina, more than half of all 
deaths occur earlier than expected. Many of these premature deaths are 
related to chronic diseases that can be prevented or managed through 
physical activity, healthy eating, and avoiding tobacco use and expo-
sure. Tobacco use is the leading cause of preventable death in North 
Carolina. An estimated 13,000 North Carolinians ages 35 years or older 
die each year from smoking-related causes. Poor nutrition and lack of 
adequate physical activity comprise the second leading preventable 
cause of death in the state. Two-thirds of North Carolina adults and one-
third of our children are overweight or obese, putting them at increased 
risk of illness and death from coronary heart disease, type II diabetes, 
stroke, and several forms of cancer. ñPoor eating habits and inactive 
lifestyles are at the root of so many of our health issues, including high 
blood pressure, diabetes, cancer ï even arthritis and injuries,ò said State 
Health Director Jeff Engel, MD. ñThese problems are largely prevent-
able. We as a state must make it easier for people to eat smart and 
move more. The ARRA grants will allow North Carolina to continue its 
momentum in addressing tobacco use, exposure to secondhand smoke, 
and reducing obesity.ò

Black History Month  

 
 

 

Americans have recognized black history annually since 1926, first as Negro History Week  and later as Black History 

Month.  What you might not know is that black history had barely begun to be studied or even documented-when the tradi-

tion originated. Although blacks have been in America at least as far back as colonial times, it was not until the 20th century 

that they gained a respectable presence in the history books. 

 

Blacks Absent From History Books 

We owe the celebration of Black History Month, and more importantly, the study of black history, to Dr. Carter G. Woodson. 

Born to parents who were former slaves, he spent his childhood working in the Kentucky coal mines and enrolled in high 

school at age twenty. He graduated within two years and later went on to earn a Ph. D. from Harvard. The scholar was dis-

turbed to find in his studies that history books largely ignored the black American population and when blacks did figure into 

the picture, it was generally in ways that reflected the inferior social position they were assigned at the time. 

 

Established Journal of Negro History 

Woodson, always one to act on his own ambitions, decided to take on the challenge of writing black Americans into the na-

tion s history. He established the Association for the Study of  Negro Life and History (now called the Afro-American Life and 

History) in 1915, and a year later founded the widely respected Journal of Negro History, In 1926, he launched Negro History 

Week as an initiative to bring national attention to the contributions of black people throughout American history. Woodson 

chose the second week of February for negro history week because it marks the birthdays of two men who greatly influenced 

the  black American population, Frederick Douglas and Abraham Lincoln.  
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
