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The Pungo District Hospital Foundation is a group of dedicated volunteers who donate countless hours 

of their time and talents to support Pungo District Hospital. Over the years, the foundationôs financial and 

in-service contributions include the acquisition of equipment, funding of scholarships for nursing and al-

lied health professionals, enhancement of special programs and promotion of the goals of Pungo District 

Hospital. 

 

Because of its location and accessibility to remote locations, the hospital is vital to this region. Pungo Dis-

trict Hospital serves the healthcare needs of patients in eastern Beaufort and mainland Hyde counties, with 

an estimated patient population base of 25,000 and a service area of approximately 1,260 square miles. In 

addition, the hospital has 140 employees, making it the single largest employer in Belhaven. The hospital 

is a non-profit facility that receives revenue from patient services, grants and donations, but is not a line 

item in any county or city budget. 

 

The Pungo District Hospital Foundation holds several fundraisers each year designed to include area 

residents and businesses in supporting the hospital. On-going fundraisers include the Walk of Life brick 

campaign, Stars of Hope Christmas tree-lighting ceremony and Name-a-Room campaign. Each year, as 

part of Belhavenôs 4th of July celebration, the public is invited to adopt a duck to race in our Lucky Ducky 

Regatta. Other fundraisers include a book fair, jewelry show, and new for this year, a summer dance. Our 

largest fundraiser to date is the Fall Silent Auction and Breakwater Bash held in October. In addition, two 

local yacht clubs organize the annual Pirates on the Pungo Regatta whose proceeds are donated to the 

foundation. 

 

Pungo District Hospital Foundation is a 501 (c) 3 corporation, and all contributions are 

tax -deductible to the fullest extent of the IRS law.
