While demonstrating the
many uses of electricity to consum-
ers, Midgett also asked VEPCO line
crews to train him in line construc-
tion and he literally learned the
electric business from the ground
up. Pamlico Ice & Light Company
was incorporated for the purpose of
I) manufacturing and selling ice, 2)
providing cold storage services, 3)
generating and distributing electric-
ity, 3) selling and repair electrical
equipment including electrical fix-
tures and appliances, 4) selling fire
wood, coal and fuel oil, 5) con-
structing and operating a water and
sewer system, 6) operating a general
seafood business and 7) operating a
boat or freight line. While the com-
pany never pursued the last three
initiatives, Pamlico Ice and Light
played an important role in modern-
izing Hyde County.

On June 11, 1935, nine customers in
Engelhard received the first central
station electricity in Hyde County
when Pamlico Ice & Light became
operational. By 1938 Midgett had
extended service to Manns Harbor,
Fairfield and Swan Quarter. That
same year, Ocracoke Island estab-
lished its first electric utility, Ocra-
coke Power and Light owned by R.S.
“Stanley” Wahab. That utility folded

history begins in 1935
when P.D. Midgett, Jr.

Power to the island
was turned off nightly at midnight so
the generators could be refueled and
maintained. Electric service resumed at
5 a.m. daily. Ocracoke EMC struggled
financially and in 1972 unanimously
voted to merge with Tideland EMC.
Woodstock EMC, which later merged
with a Pamlico County electric co-op
to form Tideland EMC, first ap-
proached Midgett about buying Pamlico
Ice & Light in 1945. While not inter-
ested at the time, Midgett did become
good friends with Woodstock manager
Bill Bulluck thus laying the foundation
for eventual merger. In 1950, Midgett
changed his company’s name to Pam-
lico Power & Light (PP&L) and by 1953
had ceased all generating activities and
instead signed a wholesale power
