Drowning Doesn’t Look Like Drowning

The new captain jumped from the deck, fully
dressed, and sprinted through the water. A
former lifeguard, he kept his eyes on his vic-
tim as he headed straight for the couple
swimming between their anchored sportfisher
and the beach. “| think he thinks you're
drowning,” the husband said to his wife. They
had been splashing each other and she had
screamed but now they were just standing,
neck-deep on the sand bar. “We're fine, what
is he doing?” she asked, a little annoyed.
“We're fine!” the husband yelled, waving him
off, but his captain kept swimming hard.
”Move!” he barked as he sprinted between
the stunned owners. Directly behind them,
not ten feet away, their nine-year-old daugh-
ter was drowning. Safely above the surface in
the arms of the captain, she burst into tears,

“Daddy!”

How did this captain know — from fifty feet
away — what the father couldn’t recognize
from just ten? Drowning is not the violent,
splashing, call for help that most people ex-
pect. The captain was trained to recognize
drowning by experts and years of experience.
The father, on the other hand, had learned
what drowning looks like by watching televi-
sion. If you spend time on or near the water
(hint: that's all of us) then you should make
sure that you and your crew knows what to
look for whenever people enter the water.
Until she cried a tearful, “Daddy,” she hadn’t
made a sound. As a former Coast Guard res-
cue swimmer, | wasn’t surprised at all by this
story. Drowning is almost always a decep-
tively quiet event. The waving, splashing, and
yelling that dramatic conditioning (television)
prepares us to look for, is rarely seen in real

life.

The Instinctive Drowning Response — so
named by Francesco A. Pia, Ph.D., is what
people do to avoid actual or perceived suffo-
cation in the water. And it does not look like
most people expect. There is very little
splashing, no waving, and no yelling or calls
for help of any kind. To get an idea of just
how quiet and undramatic from the surface
drowning can be, consider this: It is the num-
ber two cause of accidental death in children,
age |5 and under (just behind vehicle acci-
dents) — of the approximately 750 children
who will drown next year, about 375 of them
will do so within 25 vards of a parent or

other adult. In ten percent of those drown-
ings, the adult will actually watch them do it,
having no idea it is happening (source: CDC).
Drowning does not look like drowning — Dr.
Pia, in an article in the Coast Guard’s On
Scene Magazine, described the instinctive

drowning response like this:

l. Except in rare circumstances, drowning
people are physiologically unable to call
out for help. The respiratory system was
designed for breathing. Speech is the
secondary or overlaid function. Breathing
must be fulfilled, before speech occurs.

2. Drowning people’s mouths alternately
sink below and reappear above the sur-
face of the water. The mouths of drown-
ing people are not above the surface of
the water long enough for them to ex-
hale, inhale, and call out for help. When
the drowning people’s mouths are above
the surface, they exhale and inhale
quickly as their mouths start to sink
below the surface of the water.

3. Drowning people cannot wave for help.
Nature instinctively forces them to ex-
tend their arms laterally and press down
on the water’s surface. Pressing down on
the surface of the water, permits drown-
ing people to leverage their bodies so
they can lift their mouths out of the
water to breathe.

4, Throughout the Instinctive Drowning
Response, drowning people cannot vol-
untarily control their arm movements.
Physiologically, drowning people who are
struggling on the surface of the water
cannot stop drowning and perform vol-
untary movements such as waving for
help, moving toward a rescuer, or reach-
ing out for a piece of rescue equipment.

5. From beginning to end of the Instinctive
Drowning Response people’s bodies
remain upright in the water, with no
evidence of a supporting kick. Unless
rescued by a trained lifeguard, these
drowning people can only struggle on the
surface of the water from 20 to 60 sec-
onds before submersion occurs.

This doesn’t mean that a person that is yelling
for help and thrashing isn’t in real trouble —
they are experiencing aquatic distress. Not
always present before the instinctive drown-
ing response, aquatic distress doesn’t last long

— but unlike true drowning, these victims can
still assist in their own rescue. They can grab

lifelines, throw rings, etc.

Look for these other signs of drowning when
persons are in the water:

® Head low in the water, mouth at water
level

Head tilted back with mouth open
Eyes glassy and empty, unable to focus
Eyes closed

Hair over forehead or eyes

Not using legs — Vertical

Hyperventilating or gasping

Trying to swim in a particular direction
but not making headway

®  Trying to roll over on the back

®  Appear to be climbing an invisible ladder.
So if a crew member falls overboard and eve-
rything looks OK — don’t be too sure. Some-
times the most common indication that some-
one is drowning is that they don’t look like
they’re drowning. They may just look like
they are treading water and looking up at the
deck. One way to be sure? Ask them, “Are
you alright?” If they can answer at all — they
probably are. If they return a blank stare, you
may have less than 30 seconds to get to them.
And parents — children playing in the water
make noise. When they get quiet, you get to
them and find out why.

Outer Banks Chamber Writes Letter
to Governor Regarding State Budget

The Outer Banks Chamber of Commerce
Board of Directors sent a letter June 7, 2011
applauding the Governor Beverly Perdue’s
action to release the funding for the extended
unemployment benefits but also expressing
concern over other state budget cuts which
could impact the local economy.

Dare County’s unemployment rate for April
2011 at 10.6 percent and many residents con-
tinue to struggle to survive the recession. The
letter states that releasing the extended unem-
ployment money will allow bills to be paid
and more money to be spent at small busi-
nesses which provide products and services.
Given the current economic climate, every
single dollar flowing through our local econ-
omy has taken on added significance. Not only
does it help businesses remain viable, it also
allows increased hiring.

While the Outer Banks Chamber of Com-
merce continues to work to develop plans that
will result in a more stable, year round econ-
omy, it recognizes the importance of an excel-
lent school system, fair business fees, and
support services which will encourage and
support growth.

One example is the increased court-related
fees that will make it very difficult for small
businesses to pursue collecting small debts.
The cost of going to small claims court would
in many cases be more than the amount to be
collected.

“One of the strengths and major selling points
in trying to lure a diverse array of businesses

to the area is an excellent school system,” said
Outer Banks Board Chair Robin Mann. “Dare

County’s local contribution to the school system is
one of the highest in the state and that investment
has resulted in top-notch schools and students who
excel. The budget cuts to education are short-
sighted and detrimental to efforts to create jobs
which depend on the availability of an educated
population.”

Proposed budget cuts also include severe cuts to
health services for some of the state’s most disad-
vantaged — the poor, children and seniors. And it
is difficult to ignore that many of the cuts are to
health services for women. Money to provide
services for mammograms, birth control, and
screening for cervical cancer is disappearing for
women who are unemployed, underemployed or
are without health insurance. The cost of dealing
with advanced diseases is significantly greater
than that to provide screening and preventive
maintenance health programs.

Many of the cuts in this proposed budget would
not have to be made or could be less severe if the
one-cent sales tax is left in place. The value of
eliminating this tax is almost nonexistent while the
proposed new taxes and many cuts will have sig-
nificant long term detrimental effects.

“These concerns are not related to a partisan
stance,” said Mann. “Our membership reflects the
diversity of political persuasions of the region. But
regardless of political ties, each member knows
the value of planning for the future and ensuring
that the tools for growth are available for the next
generation. Our membership is primarily small
businesses that have had to make tough choices
over the last three years as revenues have shrunk.
We know that there are hard choices to be made

when balancing budgets and that success of
remaining viable in economic downturns
means restructuring, redefining priorities,
and tightening belts.”

Over the last few months, The Outer Banks
Chamber of Commerce accepted the pro-
posed compromise that the Roanoke Island
Commission which manages Roanoke Is-
land Festival Park be cut 25 percent each
year with it becoming self sufficient by the
fourth year. And the Chamber supports the
RIC resolution to maintain the enabling
legislation instead of replacing it with the
language in the House bill. This is an impor-
tant attraction in Dare County and is the
only site in the state to tell the more than
400 years of history of the state and the
beginning of the nation.

The Chamber also requested that tolls
(taxes) not be placed on the Hatteras/
Ocracoke and Knotts Island/Currituck fer-
ries because residents in those two locations
should have the same rights as every other
state resident — they shouldn’t have to pay a
tax to come and go from their homes or pay
a tax so that students don’t have to go
through another state to attend school.

“We do not feel these are selfish or inconse-
quential requests,” said Mann. “We know
there are tough decisions to be made in the
weeks ahead. We can only ask that choices
made are based on reason instead of rheto-
ric, compassion instead of confrontation,
and are defensible when we explain to the
next generation how their lives will be im-
pacted.”
