According to the National Associa-

tion for Home Care and Hospice (NAHC), 

home care is a much more cost-effective alter-

native to skilled nursing and inpatient rehabili-

tation facilities.  For example, NAHC notes 

that IV antibiotic therapy done in the home 

setting can save $7,860.00 over the alternative 

inpatient hospital costs.  Home care also helps 

decrease hospitalization rates and length of 

stays.  In one study noted by NAHC, home 

care helped to decrease cardiovascular admis-

sions from 2.9 admissions per year to 0.8 ad-

missions per year and length of stay decreased 

from 23 days per year to 4 days per year.
