Louis Stevenson’s Treasure
Island. A Spanish galleon
called the Nuestra Seriora de
Guadalupe had been disabled
by a West Indian hurricane
after being swept over 500
miles from her intended route
back to Spain. After being
towed into the inlet, the arro-
gant and incompetent galleon
captain hired two English
sloops to carry over a hundred
chests of silver to Norfolk in
order to keep it from the ruth-
less Bankers. Owen and John
Lloyd, two brothers from
Hampton Roads, Virginia,
happened into the inlet and
befriended the Spaniards.
While the captain was away at
New Bern meeting with the
governor, the sloops took off
with the loot. Owen Lloyd
made it to Norman Island in
the British Virgin Islands and
buried the treasure. In 1883,
Robert Louis Stevenson wrote
his tale of returning to a Car-
ibbean Island to recover a
treasure buried in 1750.
Amrhein documents the con-
nection after nine years of
research and with the help of

tigators. Already he has interest
in the United Kingdom, the
Caribbean, California, and
New England, areas that also
play a role in this incredible
story.

At today’s
values the haul was worth more
than fifty million dollars. Pi-
rates of the Caribbean finds its
origins in Treasure Island.
