| On September 15, 1900, R. S. (Tony) Spencer opened a small store in Engelhard. He was only 15 years of age but hgd w
I Stumpy Point foseveral months and had saved a few dollars. His father let him have his net house for the store, and his
I gave him her Coats &lark cotton box to use as a cash register. The new merchant had about $62 worth of merchandide a
$2.40 set of scales. His first customer was Thomas R. Gibbs who bought a plug of Mule tobacco. The young lad kept
| open at night and worked at odd jobs during the daytime. At that time men did most of the trading, and stores stayed gper
I into the night. In about two years, Tony Spencer bought a nearby lot and built a new store. Then, his stock was worth &bo
| $1,800. The business continued to grow and Tony built his third store about the time of World War I. During the 1920slanc
I "1930s, the store sold caskets and expanded into carrying used and new furniture. The store has survived the deresgion
| world wars. The business has always sold on credit and carried its own accounts. In 1957 a cinderblock building wasshuilt
| the street to house the furniture and GE appliances the store carried. On Christmas morning in 1970, the main stone blirne
I store was totally destroyed, and there was no insurance carried on the sfraotkebuilding with oiled wooden floors. The-8
| Year old merchant was back in business within a week with a section of the furniture building filled with clothing, Healthyan
| beauty aids, and general merchandise. Tony Spencer died in 1973, and the business then was managed by his son, R. S
